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� Acronym maximum 10 characters.


� Assigned registration number of the project - to be completed by MoH.


� List of supported priority areas for year 2006 is part of the call for submission of project proposals.


� Maximum is 150 words. If there is not a special reason against, this part can be published.


� Maximum100 words - specify in sections.


� Organization responsible for the professional and financial management of the project.


� Person on behalf of application organization responsible for the professional management of the project and guaranteeing the running of the project.


� Time frame - needs to be stated by months and years, not by actual date.


� Amount of the requested state budget contribution plus co-financing must equal the amount of total eligible project cost.


� Needs to be filled in even if the person is identical with the legal representative of the organisation.


� Person on behalf of the applicant, responsible for the financial management of the project.


� Indicate in which of these two databases they are filed:  Thomson Scientific Databases Institute of Scientific Information (ISI ) or PubMed (Medline). Do not indicate other databases.  Along with this, state who and where cited which paper. It is needed to state separately citations in Science Citation Index (SCI), product of Thomson Scientific Databases Institute of Scientific Information.  If the citations of your papers are not filed in SCI, even this negative result needs to be indicated.


� For each project listed indicate role of the Principal investigator of current project proposal. (Title and number of the projects, name of the funding organization, allocated funds, results achieved and date of results implementation.


� This part needs to be filled in by each co-operating organization separately. If you have more cooperating organisations, copy rows with vertical strips and insert them to the first empty row above part 2.5


� Fill in by each co-operating organization separately. For every next member of participating team copy the rows with vertical strips and insert them to the first empty row above the part 2.6. 


� Contact person, if different from the principal investigator, charged by the legal representative of the applicant to manage the project. 


� Describe current infrastructure of each co-operating organization that will be involved in the project.


� The extent of the respective sections is not limited, however lengthy and inappropriately structured text may decrease the chance to be funded.


� Describe the state of the art in the area at which your project proposal is targeting. Indicate the information and significant issues influencing the project activities. Describe how your project will improve the current state.


� Describe which objectives you are planning to reach. Use 300 words at maximum. Demonstrate that what you are trying to reach has not been done by anyone else (Think globally not in the framework of the Slovak Republic!)


� Describe links between your proposal and the priority chosen from the list of supported priority areas for the current year.


� Diagnostics, therapy, health management, public health, etc.


� Describe present state of scientific knowledge at the international level within this area and identify knowledge gaps.  Proposal must clearly define the hypothesis that will be tested. Show how  project proposed by you will fill the knowledge gap.  If the proposal contains repeated examinations necessary for achieving the statistic significance of the evidence, you have to substantiate the number of examinations by using simple statistical methods taking into account the variability and sample size. They take in account expected data variability and requested statistical significance. Each analysis means financial expences and the number of analyses has to be substantiated by a simple statistical analysis.


� Describe the progress related to the present state. The situation should be understood at a global level not at the local Slovak level. The project can not solve the deficits due to wrong work organization, lack of funding, failing of health promotion programmes, etc.   


� Define in details and describe in chronological order all the activities included within work packages of the project.  Indicate which methods will be used (laboratory, clinical, epidemiological, statistical, etc.). Description of the activities has to inform how will be linked the proposed activities and project work packages with the available infrastructure (point 2.7.) Point out linkage to the infrastructure to be purchased from project means. List of the work packages has to be in agreement with the list stated in the table annex to the project form.  


� Describe expected results in relation to the planed activities and work packages, their quantification and the method of evaluation.


� Describe the expected social and other benefits, commercial outcomes of the project and project sustainability.


� Quote the projects in which you participated in the past or you are participating at the present. Especially those related to current proposal – number, title, brief description, funding organization, total budget, outcomes, date of results implementation.


� Describe the risks that may threaten the success of the project. Indicate alternate approaches


� Describe dissemination of the project results at various levels and indicate target groups. Indicate which methods will be used (print, television, broadcast, conferences, workshops, etc.).


� Except of the information, which you state in the table annexes of the project form, in this part it is necessary to state whether the project will generate a profit and for which purpose it will be used. It is needed to explain the relation between requested resources and respective research activity, which you plan to do, explain the cofinancing.
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
